(“Forgiving Sins” -  Mark 2:1-12)

Jesus came back to Capernaum, entered a house, began to preach The Word 
“FULL HOUSE” . . . “STANDING ROOM ONLY” 

(… coulda been th’ first time these phrases were ever heard!) 
“Top” to “Bottom,”  “Rich” to “Poor,”   “Big Shot” to “No Shot” – all were there 

Teachers of the Law, Pharisees, young and old…an “Open House” like this was rare…. 
 

Four men came with a paralyzed friend they carried upon a cot 
Did they have a good chance to meet, or even see Jesus? No.  No, friend, they did not 

One of the four then said to the others, “Please don’t think I’m arrogant –  
Please understand,” he said 

“But, if we want Jesus to see our friend . . . we must go over His head!”
